Alternative Assessment No. 4: Profiling of Students

Grade Level 
For teachers who are not currently teaching or for nonteachers

Directions:

1.
If you are not currently teaching or not a teacher, find two children to work with for this assignment: former students, your own children, grandchildren, neighbor’s children, etc. Or you could use two adult learners. Choose the “Elementary Temperament Style Inventory” on page 255, “Middle School Temperament Style Inventory” on page 257, or the “High School Temperament Style Inventory” on page 259. 

2.
Profile two different students using the chosen inventory. If you are working with adult learners, choose two different adults for this assignment and profile them using “An MI Inventory for Adults” from pages 263 through 265.
3.
Review the results for each person and write a one-paragraph summary for each learner addressing what you gathered or learned about each one’s profile. In each paragraph, include as much as possible of the following: 

•
Learning orientation (mastery-oriented or self-limiting; if self-limiting, specify failure-avoiding or failure-accepting).

•
Multiple intelligences (dominant intelligences).

•
Temperament style preferences (iNtuitive-Feeling, iNtuitive-Thinking, Sensing-Feeling, or Sensing-Thinking).

•
General state of affect regarding your classroom or class learning outcomes (fear, attention, comfort, boredom).

4.
After you have summarized the results, apply strategies you have learned in this course (e.g., “Four Square” or “Door Pass”) with these students, tailoring the strategies to these learners’ styles and needs.
5.
Write one paragraph about each learner, summarizing the types of strategies attempted and the degree of success each learner achieved. If you weren’t able to try out course strategies with students, write a paragraph predicting the degree of success you might expect the strategies to produce.
